Purpose:

How to use transactions ZPP_ROLE, ZPP_USER, ZSP_ROLE

Overview:

These transactions have been created to facilitate troubleshooting and analysis of security issues. They check the user’s profiles for permissions and return them into a list that can be viewed or even downloaded. 

ZPP_ROLE

You type in… 

PP Requester or Authorizer Role Name

Program returns… 

UPN values for that role

Instructions

Type “/NZPP_ROLE” at the top of the screen and press ‘Enter’.

Choose the name of the role that you wish to analyze. You can use F4 to search and find the exact role name. Then click the execute button at the top or press F8.

The program returns a list with the role name, and all of the UPN ranges within that role.

If the role is a PP Authorizer role, it returns the UPNs according to Project Definition.

If the role is a PP Requester role, it returns the UPNs according to WBS Element.

In the screenshot at the end of the document, the user chose the role Z:22_PP_AUTH_ORG_6900. Shown are all of the possible combinations that the role allows.

ZPP_USER

You type in… 

Username (x500) and PP Requester or Authorizer

Program returns… 

UPN values for all roles for that user for that role

Instructions

Type “/NZPP_USER” at the top of the screen and press ‘Enter’.

Choose the name of the user that you wish to analyze. You can use F4 to find the exact username. 

Then choose the role you wish to check using the radio buttons, either PP requester or PP Authorizer.

Then click the execute button at the top or press F8.

The program returns a list with the role names that are assigned to that user (depending on the radio button choice), and all of the UPN ranges within those roles.

If the PP Authorizer is chosen, it returns the UPNs according to Project Definition.

If the PP Requester is chosen, it returns the UPNs according to WBS Element.

ZSP_USER

You choose… 

Username (x500) and SP Role

Program returns… 

Service Pools for that role for that user

Instructions

Type “/NZSP_USER” at the top of the screen and press ‘Enter’.

Choose the name of the user that you wish to analyze. You can use F4 to find the exact username. 

Then choose the role you wish to check using the radio buttons, either SP requester, SP Authorizer, or SP Estimator.

Then click the execute button at the top or press F8.

The program returns a list with the role names that are assigned to that user (depending on the radio button choice), along with the Service Pools within those roles.

Appendix I - Exporting the Data 

Click on the ‘Export’ button (with the arrow) 

Choose ‘Local File’, then ‘spreadsheet’, then the green arrow.

Now you can save this as a Microsoft Excel sheet and you can open it with Excel.
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
